(CPCS). In 2014 she worked with the CPCS art teacher and
art club students to paint a barn quilt for the Colton
Museum featuring a traditional schoolhouse quilt block. Since
then, well over 100 barn quilts have been installed around St.
Lawrence County. She is a sttight barn quilter known for
use of quality materials that endure all kinds of weather. Her
barn quilts typically feature traditional quilt patterns that
somehow represent the owner
history where installed. The Towns of St. Lawrence County
Barn Quilt Mural of 32 blocks featuring an aspect of each
townds history, designed by McWilliams, was painted
more than 20 volunteers in 2019.
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Since 1986 nomative Thomas A. Mowatt has been
respected within Indigenous culture as a traditional
craftsman, from the privilege of intensive elder mentor
training. Cat Den Containers: oftime woodland mot
inspired craft work continues to honor cultural traditions.
Birch bark containers in traditional forms; Pine needle and
Sweetgrass coiled baskeidysplitstitch method; Dyed
Porcupine quill work, an ancient bark insertion method of
ornamentation. Respectful attention is paid to detalil,
safeguarding and perpetuating timenored practices. Skillful
creativity transforms natural materials into useful art.
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Carrie Hill is a Haudenosaunee woman from Akwesasne
Mohawk Territory and owner of Chill Baskets. In 2014,
Carrie left her position at the Mohawk School in
Hogansburg, New York to pursue basket making full time.
The tradition of weaving Black Ash Splints and Sweetgrass
goes back many generations o
teacher was her aunt. Weaving felt natural and she fell in
love with the entire process soon creating her own unique
pieces. Her work has been sent all over the world including
an entire collection representing the Haudenosaunee
People for the U.S. Embassy in Swaziland, Africa.
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Bliss White MclIntosh has been making black ash baskets
since 1977 but was weaving fiber and working in wood long
before that. She hand pounds her splint from a freshly cut
black ash log and splits, carves, and bends her rims and
handles from white ash or hickory. By 1990 she had added
traditional birch bark basket construction to her

repertoire. Basket making continues to give her great
satisfaction as she creates strong and graceful vessels that
can be used for a lifetime.

Due to his day jobs, his smithing skills are among the lowest,
but he still loves the artistry. His goal is to forge a beautiful set
of matching stair railings by the end of next year.

Mike Gracey is a retired dairy farmer. Blacksmithing is one of
the hobbies he is pursuing now that he has time. He is a gifted
knifemaker. He also makes traditional hardware for the St.
Lawrence Power and Equipment Museum in Madrid NY.
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Peter Winter is a furniture designer and sculptor. He has
been creating art with an Adirondack flair for over 30 years
and his work is featured in notable homes across the
country. He has a recognizable style and unique character
all his own.
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After mastering the welknown pattern of octagons with
much guidance from Tip Tyler and Dick Perkins, Christine
FerrisHubbard discovered other caning patterns and took
up the challenge of learning them, as well as the technique
of blind and double blind, or French, caning. As she worked
with friends and family, as well as an antique dealer, her
repertoire grew to include fibre and natural rush, splint,
and Shaker Tape weaving techniques. She has
demonstrated the craft of chair caning and seat weaving at
various festivals and events, including the 18th Century
Days in Schuylerville, the Washington County Fair in
Easton, the Parks Bentley Place in South Glens Falls, and
Great Camp Sagamore in Raquette Lake.
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Huguette Tshiamua was born and raised in Congo, today
she lives in the Capital Region with her husband and two
children. She is trained as a respiratory therapist and is
currently studying to become an esthetician. Huguette
learned to cook by watching her older sister. The most
important element of her cooking is the technique, long
marinating and braising ensure meals are delicious and
flavorful, making the most of spices and seasoning.
Common ingredients Huguette uses are garlic, onions, fish,
plantains, and spices.

Lowell, Massachusetts. Her focus is on heritage sheep
breeds and antique textile equipment, and she loves to
process raw wool and restore old spinning wheelsato

She not only makes traditional acrylic paintings inspired by
her culture, but also makes beautiful and intricate
temporary Otattood designs w
is a plant based dye paste which is applied to the hands and
feet in intricate patterns to temporarily stain the skin. The
paste is generally applied with a cone to brides and
wedding guests in South Asia and the Middle East. It is also
applied during big holidays and festivals but can be applied
all year round for body decor. The henna designs can vary
from more simple geometric designs to very intricate floral
and pastry designs. South Asian bridal henna can typically
take up to 4 hours to complete, but simpler designs can be
completed in only 15 minutes.
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Altin Stoja is an iconographer and visual artist. His
iconography (in the Macedonian traditionvhich shows
movement and facial expressions) can be found within
Albanyarea Orthodox Churches, such as St. Nicholas
Orthodox Church in Cohoes and St. Sophia Greek
Orthodox Church in Albany. In addition to his original
works, he carries out maintenance work for a regional
church. Altin trained in the Byzantine Macedonian style of
iconography with master artist, Tsuni Spilio in Nea Makri,
Greece before opening his own studio. He eventually
moved to the U.S. to begin working with the St. Sophia
Orthodox Church.
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Doyle Irish Stick Fighting (

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Paula Beardell Krieg has been teaching book making skills
and paper arts to children and adults, working in libraries
and schools from the Albany area to the Adirondacks, as
well as museums and other venues in New York City. Her
teaching work focuses on exploring works on and with
paper to create forms that are interactive, surprising, and
delightful. While much of her work appears to be folding,
cutting, and designing, relationship thinking and
mathematical methods are embedded in much of what she
shares with her audience. Ms. Krieg lives in Hebron, NY
with her husband and dog, and has been filling her empty
nest with polyhedra, pleated paper forms, and handmade
books.
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Although Clifford Oliver was born and raised in New York
City, he has lived his entire adult life in rural upstate New
York where he has raised a small family, a few dogs and
chases horses. Clifford began his career in photography
while serving in the U. S. Navy. While maintaining staff
photographer positions with Upstate Medical Centre and
later NYS Parks, Recreation and Historic Preservation,
Clifford freelanced for local artists, newspapers, magazines
and weddings. He has been a volunteer at his local library
for fifteen year@ a testimony to his constant search for
knowledge. Photography is his tool to explore, to expose,
and to celebrate the world we live in. He believes in the
power of the still image; the ability of a photograph to
freeze time.
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James Gonzalez is an artisacksmith who operates
Farmhouse Forge on a former dairy farm in Potsdam, NY.
He specializes in bringing art and creativity to the functional
and strives for a collaborative process with the client to
arrive at investment quality ironwork. Products range in
scale from the hand held to architectural. Original designs
from the forge include gates, stair systems, fence, and
furniture. He also creates original designs executed in
found scrap sheet metal, cut out with a hand held plasma
cutter, creating physical stories that are allegorical,
mythological and fantastic.
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Joanne Steele has been a fiber artist for as long as she can
remember and has owned her own flock of Icelandic sheep.
She loves to teach and is currently d#deader (again) with the
Sheep and Kids Club in Washington County. Teaching
traditional skills is not only fun, but a way to bring people back
to their roots. Weaving on this type of loom is a great
introduction to making something useful from simple materials.
A peg loom is a very simple fiber tool which is made of a strip
of wood and dowels. The dowels have holes drilled through
them and warp (material for weaving through) put through the
holes in the dowels. This type of weaving is a good introduction
to weaving and can be easily done with even young children.
Steele will also demonstrate homestead cheese making.
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John Kingsley has over 40 years of haml€xperience in
woodworking, from furniture making and restoration to ,
functional and ornamental turnings. John has been a turning |
instructor for the Capital Region Arts Center and has been
the turning instructor for the Adirondack Folk School for a
decade, and has served on the board of directors for the
school. He is a member of the Northeastern

Woodworking Association and serves on the board of
directors of the Adirondack Woodturners Association.
John is also a member of the International Association of
Penturners and the American Association of Woodturners.
His professional work is featured in galleries and is held in
private collections throughout the country, and
internationally.
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Barry Gregson has been designing and constructing
Adirondack rustic furniture in his Schroon Lake, NY studio
since 1981. Once a stonemaso
graces the same Adirondack camps where earlier he had

built fireplaces. With over 4,000 chairs made, his furniture

can be found as far away as Japan, as close as right here in
Glens Falls, and in many hotels, resorts and homes in
between. Popular in the late @entury, Barry and his

family continue that rustic furniture tradition 150 years

later bringing it into the 2% century.
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Since 2006, Jack Metzger has been creating assemblages
that resurrect discarded, abandoned, lost, forgotten and
buried artifacts. He incorporates stainless steel, sterling
silver, copper, brass, and/or tin elements to transform
these once discarded relics into something new. Their new
"wholeness" is a metaphor for life. When we are feeling
damaged, unworthy and unimportant, lost, something or
someone will often come along to remind us, that life has
not diminishedus; rather the individuals that help make us
whole, bring us strength, depth, and hopefully,
enlightenment.
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The annual Soul Food Dinner is a major fundraiser for the
Glens Falls Branch of the NAACP. Mary Gooden, Branch
President and Fifth Ward Councilwoman of the City of
Glens Falls, is the chief cook for the group offering this
generous spread of fiyeddd chi
peas, collard greens, potato salad, corn bread, sweet potato
pie, and KoolAid. The Glens Falls Branch of the NAACP
was formed in 1966 by a few local clergy who felt the area
did not offer equal opportunities and treatment to local
people of color.

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Martin Macica, owner of The Macica Workshop in
Schuylerville, New York, has been making and repairing fine
stringed instruments for over 30 years. He also shares his
love and passion for his craft, as well as his knowledge of

the principles and practice of instrument making, in classes
that lead students through the process of making their own
guitar, mandolin, or violin from scratch using haodls.
Martinds instruments are use
other talented musicians throughout the United States.
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Sam Bruckman is a designer, timber frame crafts person,
community organizer, and environmental educator based
out of Central New Yorkds Ma
traditional art of timber frame carpentry is exciting for Sam
because it provides the opportunity to foster a connection
between the structure, the community, and the natural
environment in a way that conventional building methods
cannot. A notable recent community timber frame building
project Sam has organized is the addition to a historic 19th
century church building in Burtonsville NY, that is used as a
cultural hall by the Schoharie River Center, where Sam
works as an environmental educator. Sam enjoys sharing
his love of timber frame carpentry through a series of
workshops and educational programs at the Schoharie
River Center in Burtonsville NY.
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Alternative processes photographer Craig Murphy creates
one-of-akind photos using two different 19th Century
methods. Craig uses the wet plate collodion process to
make tintypes and the dry plate silver gelatin negative
process to make collodion chloride and other prints. The
Dry Plate Silver Gelatin process became commercially
available about 1877 and is the basis of film produced to
this day. Craig travels with his mobile tintype studio to
locations in upstate NY making heirloom portraits and
scenic views using these historic photographic methods.
Steeped in tradition, these unique very archival images can
be passed on from generation to generation.
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Rabbi Linda Motzkin is one of the first generation of
women trained in traditional Hebrew scribal arts. She is
currently writing a Torah scroll, the most sacred ritual
object in the Jewish tradition, which contains the first five
books of the Hebrew Bible handwritten on parchment. She
is making this Torah scroll as a letegm educational

project, involving people of all ages in various steps of the
process, including making parchment from Adirondack
deerskins donated by local hunters. She also uses
handmade deerskin parchment for Hebrew calligraphic art,
and for the making of folk amulets.
